PMAs at SDC find manutention habit forming… using the principles not only at work by anywhere and everywhere.

Examples I received ranged from moving furniture, as in 'walking a wardrobe' to vacuuming by bracing and lunging with the hoover!

In the workplace, the mention of counterbalance and its various applications was frequent.  For  example, using the principles when holding a patient on their side while another worker attends to the person, comments abound on how 'easy it is by counterbalancing'.

A recent question posed to me was any ideas on how to put shoes and socks on a child/person who is seated, without bending?

Answer: Use knights position, and rest the client's foot on your thigh.  This is a stable position for the worker and a provides a safe working height.
