General Loads Handling Courses:


 Manutention of Loads 2 - 4 Days (Assessed at Certificate 2 Level)


An introductory industrial handling proficiency course designed to develop self-protective behaviours and promote safe manual handling. This course also develops ‘safe handling’ and assessment skills.


Manutention of Loads 3  - 4 Days (Assessed at Certificate 3 Level)


An advanced course, which teaches applied problem solving for manual handling in a variety of industrial contexts. It also introduces the competencies of the ‘Train Small Groups’ module of the ‘Cert IV in Workplace Assessment & Training’, as applied to manual handling training.


Manual Handling Courses for the Health Care Industry:


Manutention for the Health Care Industry 2             - 5 days (Assessed at Certificate 2 level)


An introductory proficiency course designed to develop self-protective behaviours and to promote safe manual handling. This course also teaches basic manual handling workplace assessment skills. 


Manutention for the Health Care Industry 3             - 4 x 2 day modules (Assessed at Certificate 3 Level)


This is an advanced course, which addresses patient & client handling issues in a variety of applied Health Care settings. It builds patient assessment and problem solving. Leading the way in risk management


As part of a programme to prevent injury in the workplace, Silver Chain has recently initiated a manual handling training programme using the Manutention approach.





An extract from ‘Link’ – the newsletter for clients, staff & friends of Silver Chain


‘Following a six month trial, over 560 staff have now been trained by Sue Forrest, our Manutention Training Coordinator.  Sue has worked as a nurse and an occupational safety and health officer, so she has first hand experience of the potential hazards involved in lifting, pulling, carrying and other activities requiring the use of force.  





Manutention is a French word meaning ‘manual handling’ and is used to brand an approach developed by Paul Dotte, a French physiotherapist.





This method enables people to learn how to minimise effort and maximise results through understanding safe postures and movements.  Manutention is about using major muscle groups and body weight to assist in manual handling activities, ranging from transferring a person to moving a box of paper.





Sue Forrest says the feedback from the trial has been overwhelming and, as a result, the training program has become an integral part of Silver Chain’s risk management approach.  It is now fully integrated into our occupational safety and health training program and we expect this to reduce the incidence of carers’ back pain and injury.’
